Advice for writing to your MEPs: 

1. Please make sure that your letter is polite. 

2. Try and keep the letter reasonably short. 

3. Make sure that the facts are clear so they understand why this campaign is so important. 

4. Personalise your letter – ensuring you sign the letter in your own handwriting.  

5. You don’t necessarily have to keep the letter formal – please do add personal reasons why this campaign means so much to you.

6. Copy your letter to the editor of your local newspaper and make sure your MEP knows that you are doing so.  Include a short note to the editor suggesting why this is an important issue for your local community to be aware of.

Dear (please personalise with the name of your MEP)

Horses are still suffering unnecessarily as they are packed into overcrowded trucks and driven thousands of miles across Europe to slaughter.  

World Horse Welfare and other welfare organisations have evidence that there is a consistent lack of enforcement of EU Regulation (EC) 1/2005 by the majority of EU Member States.  This includes: no individual partitions; failure to feed, water and rest horses during journeys; and lorries travelling for over 24 hours without stopping.   As a result horses are suffering from extreme exhaustion, dehydration, serious injuries and in the most extreme cases, die in transit. In addition we believe there may be, on occasions, serious certification deficiencies.
As one of your constituents, I need your support now to apply pressure to the European Commission to ensure that all Member States rigorously enforce the law.  

In the near future it is vital for the welfare of these vulnerable horses that this unnecessary and inhumane trade is stopped altogether and horses are humanely destroyed as close to their place of origin as possible.
